Description of the different
Grading classes

1. Excellent creditworthiness.

The risk of default is negligible, the financial strength extraordinary
high. It is highly unlikely that it can be adversely affected by fo-
reseeable events. As for unforeseeable events, there is very high
degree of resilience.

2. Very high creditworthiness.

The risk of default is very low, the financial strength very high. It
is highly unlikely that it can be adversely affected by foreseeable
events. As for unforeseeable events, there is high degree of resi-
lience.

3. High creditworthiness.

The risk of default is low, the financial strength is high. Compa-
red to the better Grading classes, external influences or economic
conditions may have an earlier and stronger impact.

4. Good creditworthiness.

The risk of default is relatively low and the financial strength
appropriate. Compared to Grading class 3, it is more likely that the
financial strength will be affected by negative events.

5. Medium creditworthiness.

The risk of default is average. Any changes in creditworthiness
should be closely monitored. An adequate response time to a
deterioration of the economic environment is most likely present.

6. Increased risk.
The risk of default is above average. Short-term and cautious busi-
ness relationships can be entered into. High dependence on eco-
nomic and political framework conditions. Low resilience to unfo-
reseeable events.

7. High risk.

The risk of default is high. Reaction time in case of deterioration
of the creditworthiness is only present to a small extent. Very high
dependence on all external influences.

8. Very high risk.
Reaction time in case of deterioration of the creditworthiness is
no longer present. Independent acting of the enterprise no longer

seems possible. No resilience to unforeseeable events.

9. Extraordinarily high risk.
Insolvency can occur at any time.

10. Insolvent.
